       Dual Citizenship 

 Primary – Gospel (by spiritual birth and discipleship only): 
Jesus is Lord! Kingdom of God which is above all, below all, 
through all, and in all. Cannot be seen, understood, or entered 
into by people with only natural eyes. 

 Secondary – World (by natural birth and/or indoctrination): 
Earthly kingdoms, nations, ethnicities, organizations, and 
philosophies like England, Nigeria, United States, Black, 
Hispanic, Turkish, Hebrew, Islam, Buddhism, Baha'i, Taoism, 
Kodak, Xerox, Roman Catholic Church, Eastern Orthodox, 
Reformed Presbyterian, United Methodist, Anglican, American 
Episcopal, AME, COGIC, Evangelical Lutheran, Assemblies of God. 
All living human beings are part of at least one of these. 



       The Great Commission 

 Great Commission: “Now the eleven disciples went to Galilee, to the 
mountain to which Jesus had directed them. And when they saw Him they 
worshiped Him, but some doubted. And Jesus came and said to them, ‘All 
authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. Go therefore and 
make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father 
and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I 
have commanded you. And behold, I am with you always, to the end of 
the age.’”      Matthew 28:16-20 

 How do we “make disciples”? Initiated and guided by the Holy Spirit 
who awakens people, opens their eyes, convicts of sin and 
righteousness, and calls them to faith. Then there must be a disciplined 
way, a method, a pattern, a curriculum, a structured teaching, a course 
of advocacy, instruction, and accountability in place to help them 
understand what has happened to them and to guide raising them up. 
First milk, then full food, then meaty education. Ready?
